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A recent online survey in Taiwan by the East Asian Institute (EAI) reveals that Taiwan
People’s Party (TPP) supporters, mainly young and highly educated voters, have social
demographic characteristics and political views that make them potential allies of the
Kuomintang (KMT). TPP and KMT supporters share complementary characteristics in age,
education, ethnicity and region, and are more similar to each other on many polarising issues
than to supporters of the Democratic Progressive Party (DPP), thus increasing the
possibility of a TPP-KMT cooperation. TPP’s centrist stance on many issues could reduce
polarisation between the DPP and KMT. Most Taiwanese voters reject a Chinese identity
and TPP supporters align with DPP supporters in this regard. Ko Wen-je and TPP present
both opportunities and challenges for China, potentially cooperating with the pro-China
KMT on some issues while challenging China’s Taiwan policy on others.

Une récente enquéte en ligne réalisée a Taiwan par I’East Asian Institute (EAI) révele que
les partisans du Parti populaire taiwanais (PPT), principalement des électeurs jeunes et trés
éduqués, présentent des caractéristiques sociodémographiques et des opinions politiques
qui en font des alliés potentiels du Kuomintang (KMT). Les partisans du PPT et du KMT
partagent des caractéristiques similaires en termes d'age, d'éducation, d'origine ethnique et
géographique, et se ressemblent davantage sur de nombreuses questions polarisantes
qu'avec les partisans du Parti démocrate progressiste (PDP), augmentant ainsi la possibilité
d'une coopération PPT-KMT. La position centriste du PPT sur de nombreuses questions
pourrait réduire la polarisation entre le PDP et le KMT. La plupart des électeurs taiwanais
rejettent I’identité chinoise et les partisans du PPT s’alignent sur ce point avec ceux du PDP.
Ko Wen-je et le PPT présentent a la fois des opportunités et des défis pour la Chine,
coopérant potentiellement avec le KMT prochinois sur certaines questions tout en remettant
en question la politique chinoise vis-a-vis de Taiwan sur d’autres.

REFORMANDO EL PANORAMA POLITICO DE TAIWAN Y LA DINAMICA A
TRAVES DEL ESTRECHO: LA BASE SOCIAL DE KO WEN-JE Y EL PARTIDO
POPULAR DE TAIWAN

Una reciente encuesta en linea realizada en Taiwan por el Instituto de Asia Oriental (EAI)
revela que los partidarios del Partido Popular de Taiwéan (TPP), principalmente votantes
jovenes y con un alto nivel educativo, tienen caracteristicas sociodemograficas y opiniones
politicas que los convierten en aliados potenciales del Kuomintang (KMT). Los partidarios
del TPP y el KMT comparten caracteristicas complementarias en edad, educacion, origen



étnico y region, y son mas similares entre si en muchos temas polarizantes que los
partidarios del Partido Democratico Progresista (PPD), aumentando asi la posibilidad de
una cooperacion entre el TPP y el KMT. La postura centrista del TPP en muchos temas
podria reducir la polarizacion entre el PPD y el KMT. La mayoria de los votantes taiwaneses
rechazan una identidad china y los partidarios del TPP se alinean con los partidarios del
PPD en este sentido. Ko Wen-je y el TPP presentan tanto oportunidades como desafios para
China, cooperando potencialmente con el KMT pro-China en algunos temas mientras
desafian la politica china de Taiwan en otros.



Executive Summary

Taiwan People’s Party (TPP) has become the third largest political force and key
minority party in the Legislature where both the ruling Democratic Progressive
Party (DPP) and the main opposition Chinese Nationalist Party or Kuomintang
(KMT) need the TPP to form a majority coalition.

Compared to the other two major parties, TPP’s support mainly comes from young

and highly educated voters who are dissatistfied with the DPP and KMT.

TPP’s and KMT’s supporters have complementary characteristics in terms of age,

education, ethnicity and region, making them potential allies.

TPP’s supporters are more similar to KMT’s than to DPP’s on many polarising

issues, increasing the possibility of a TPP-KMT cooperation.

Since the new legislators took office in February, TPP has cooperated with KMT on

important issues, imposing greater checks on the new Lai administration.

TPP supporters have a more centrist stance on many issues, reducing polarisation

between the DPP and the KMT.

Chinese identity is not accepted by most Taiwanese voters and TPP supporters are

closer to DPP supporters in rejecting it.

TPP Chairman Ko Wen-je and TPP present both opportunities and challenges for
China as they can cooperate with the pro-China KMT on certain issues but might

also challenge China’s Taiwan policy on others.

The rise of Ko and the TPP might be reshaping Taiwan’s political landscape and

even cross-strait dynamics.
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
