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The term “Global South” has gained prominence in recent years, referring to countries
predominantly located in the southern hemisphere and representing 88% of the global
population. This grouping contrasts with the Global North, where nations have largely
completed industrialisation and modernisation. The Global South is not a formal political
bloc but a diverse collection of countries with varying economic development levels,
institutions and interests. China, under President Xi Jinping since 2013, has intensified
efforts to strengthen its ties with the Global South, aiming to expand its influence. In 2018,
China established the China International Development Cooperation Agency to manage its
growing official development assistance to these countries. Through initiatives like the Belt
and Road Initiative and South-South cooperation, China has provided financial, technical
and human support to low-income nations. Additionally, China has positioned itself as a
key mediator and peacekeeper in the Global South, contributing to UN peacekeeping
missions and promoting international stability. Overall, China’s engagement with the
Global South is driven by its broader national interests and ambition to play a larger role in
global development and diplomacy.

Le terme « Sud global » a pris de I'importance ces derni¢res années, désignant les pays
principalement situés dans I’hémisphére sud et représentant 88 % de la population mondiale.
Ce groupe contraste avec le Nord global, ou les pays ont largement achevé leur
industrialisation et leur modernisation. Le Sud global n’est pas un bloc politique formel
mais un ensemble diversifié de pays avec des niveaux de développement économique, des
institutions et des intéréts différents.

The term ‘Global South’ has caught the world’s attention in recent years. Most
Global South countries are located in the southern part of the globe. Around 88% of

the global population lives in Global South countries.

The division between countries of the Global South and the North relates to the
degree of economic development and whether the processes of industrialisation and

modernisation have been completed.

The Global South is not an international organisation or political bloc with a clear
membership structure, but a group of countries with diverse and differentiated
institutions and values, cultural traditions, economic development levels and

interests.

The Chinese government has stepped up efforts to consolidate and expand its ties
with Global South countries since President Xi Jinping came to power in 2013 to

boost its influence.

In 2018, China established the China International Development Cooperation
Agency to coordinate official development assistance (ODA) project development
and aid allocation to the Global South. Over the past decade, it has steadily increased

its ODA and expanded its geographical scope to include Global South countries.

China has promoted the global development agenda through the Belt and Road
Initiative and South-South cooperation, providing financial, technical and human

support to low-income and developing countries.

By playing a mediator role in the region, China aims to project itself as a peacemaker
in the Global South. China has established itself as a pivotal stakeholder for UN

peacekeeping in maintaining international peace and security.
