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Synopsis in English, Chinese, French and Spanish

Chinese Premier Li Qiang kept the growth target of 2024 at around 5% at the annual session
of the National People’s Congress (NPC), placing particular emphasis on the development
of “new quality productive forces”. Li laid out the same development goals as those of last
year, highlighting the upgrading of supply chains and building up advanced manufacturing
clusters. China also aims to promote the development of small and medium-sized
enterprises that use specialised and sophisticated technologies to produce novel and unique
products, as well as provide stronger guidance and support for quality and standards to
create more Chinese brands with global reach. China will step up research and development
and application of big data and Al launch an Al Plus initiative and build digital industry
clusters with international competitiveness. More work will be done to digitalise the
manufacturing sector and fast-track the large-scale application of the Industrial Internet.
The revision of the State Council Organic Law marks an end to any separation of power
between the party and state. The cancellation of Premier Li’s press conference at the end of
the NPC is further evidence of this policy direction. The government now closely follows
the party line in handling imminent challenges including local government debt, property-
market crises and geopolitical tensions.

LES DEUX SESSIONS PARLEMENTAIRES CHINOISES DE 2024: LE
GOUVERNEMENT SUIT LA LIGNE DU PARTI AFIN DE PROMOUVOIR DE
« NOUVELLES FORCES PRODUCTIVES DE QUALITE »

Le Premier ministre chinois Li Qiang a maintenu 1’objectif de croissance pour 2024 autour
de 5 % lors de la session annuelle de I’ Assemblée populaire nationale (APN), en mettant
particuliérement 1’accent sur le développement de « nouvelles forces productives de qualité
». Li a exposé les mémes objectifs de développement que ceux de 1'année dernicre, insistant
sur la modernisation des chaines d'approvisionnement et la création de poles de fabrication
de pointe. La Chine vise a promouvoir le développement de petites et moyennes entreprises
qui utilisent des technologies spécialisées et sophistiquées pour fabriquer des produits
novateurs et singuliers. Elle souhaite également fournir des conseils et un soutien plus solide
en maticre de qualité et de normes afin de créer davantage de marques chinoises de portée
mondiale. Les autorités cherchent ainsi a intensifier les efforts du pays dans la recherche, le
développement et I'application du Big Data et de I'IA, en langant une initiative IA Plus et
via la création de clusters industriels numériques compétitifs a 1'échelle internationale. Des
efforts supplémentaires seront é¢galement déployés pour numériser le secteur manufacturier
et accélérer 1’application a grande échelle de I’Internet industriel. La révision de la loi
organique du Conseil d'Etat marque la fin de toute séparation des pouvoirs entre le parti et
'Etat. L’annulation de la conférence de presse du Premier ministre Li a la fin de ’APN est
une preuve supplémentaire de cette orientation politique. Le gouvernement suit désormais
de preés la ligne du parti dans la gestion des défis a relever, notamment la dette des
gouvernements locaux, la crise du marché immobilier et les tensions géopolitiques.

SESIONES PARLAMENTARIAS DE CHINA 2024: EL GOBIERNO SIGUE LA
LINEA DEL PARTIDO PARA PROMOVER “NUEVAS FUERZAS
PRODUCTIVAS DE CALIDAD”

El primer ministro chino, Li Qiang, mantuvo el objetivo de crecimiento para el afio 2024
alrededor del 5% en la sesion anual del Congreso Nacional del Pueblo (APN), poniendo
especial énfasis en el desarrollo de “nuevas fuerzas productivas de calidad”. Li expuso los
mismos objetivos de desarrollo que los del afio pasado, destacando la mejora de las cadenas
de suministro y la creacion de grupos de fabricacion avanzada. China también apunta a
promover el desarrollo de pequenas y medianas empresas (PYMES) que utilizan
tecnologias especializadas y sofisticadas para producir productos novedosos y Unicos, asi
como brindar orientacidon y apoyo mas solidos en materia de calidad y estandares para crear
mas marcas chinas con alcance global. China intensificara la investigacion, el desarrollo y
la aplicacion de big data e inteligencia artificial, lanzara una iniciativa “Al Plus” y creara
grupos de industrias digitales con competitividad internacional. Se trabajard mas para



digitalizar el sector manufacturero y acelerar la aplicacion a gran escala de Internet
industrial. La revision de la Ley Organica del Consejo de Estado pone fin a cualquier
separacion de poderes entre el partido y el Estado. La cancelacion de la conferencia de
prensa del Primer Ministro Li al final de la APN es una prueba mas de esta direccion politica.
El gobierno ahora sigue la linea del partido en el manejo de desafios inminentes, incluida
la deuda de los gobiernos locales, las crisis del mercado inmobiliario y las tensiones
geopoliticas.



Executive Summary

China announced its growth target for 2024 at around 5% at the annual session of
the National People’s Congress (NPC), stressing the development of “new quality
productive forces” through an upgrading of supply chains and development of

advanced manufacturing clusters.

The rule-breaking trend continued in Chinese politics when the session announced
the scrapping of Premier Li Qiang’s meet-the-press event this year and for the rest

of his term.

For the past three decades, the premier had always wrapped up the weeks-long
conclave with a wide-ranging briefing that provided a rare opportunity for overseas

and domestic media to hear the economic czar explain China’s policies.

The revision of the State Council Organic Law marks an end to any separation of
power between the party and state. This was mirrored in the cancellation of the

premier’s press conference.

The government will not bail out insolvent property developers, a minister said at

the session.

China announced it would hike defence spending by 7.2%, the same as that of last
year. In the last 10 years, the People’s Liberation Army Navy’s (PLAN) tonnage
has been among the world’s largest, with shipbuilding plans to build an even larger

navy still in the works.

While speculation had been rife that China might appoint a new foreign minister,

the session concluded without major personnel changes.

The leadership is cautious in its pick of the next foreign minister after lessons
learned from the fast-track promotion of the now disgraced Qin Gang and the huge

diplomatic stakes in a changing world order.
